Avoid large phone bill  (cont’d.) 

 

There are ways to avoid racking 

up large bills.  Here are some 

options.   

If one has been a subscriber to 

Verizon for six months plus, Ver-

izon will lend you a global phone 

free of charge for trips less than 

21 days—the consumer pays a 2

-day FedEx fee of $9.99. 

Once you receive the phone you 

have to call VZ to activate it and 

select an international rate plan.  

After the trip, ship the phone 

back. 

AT&T and T-Mobile have GSM 

networks, so many of their  

Standard phones work overseas; 

however, you need to sign up for 

international roaming plan to 

keep rates reasonable.   

Another option is to buy an inex-

pensive travel phone which typi-

cally cost less than $50.  Con-

trino Travel can hook you up! 

Frequent travelers may want to 

consider replacing a phone’s 

American SIM card with a coun-

try-specific SIM card.  When you 

do that, all incoming calls will be 

free and outgoing calls signifi-

cantly cheaper.  However if you 

go this route, your phone has a 

different number. 
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Want to avoid a large phone bill while 

traveling overseas?   

Connectivity most certainly has a downside.  iPhones users are 

going to Europe and not turning off their data, allowing apps to 

continue to download data.  In addition, the roaming charges 

can kill you!
